Stress staying drug free, crime free, and gang free.

Stress staying in school at least long enough to finish high school.

How do you solve problems on the job?

How do you use teamwork on the job?

Answer any of the questions the children may have, but do not allow them to
invade your privacy. (They do not need to know how much you make).

Do not accept phone numbers and/or addresses from the students.
